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Bill would establish birth-defect registry

Advocates for the research and prevention of birth defects are seeking a law that would establish a birth defects registry in Oregon.


The March of Dimes is supporting Senate Bill 873 to create the registry.  It would record when, where and what types of birth defects are occurring, the bill’s supporters say.  Data from the registry would be used to increase birth defects prevention activities and expand access to existing programs and services.


Oregon is one of five states that does not routinely track common birth defects, according to the March of Dimes.


On Tuesday March of Dimes will kick off Motherhood and Apple Pie Day at the Capitol.  It is scheduled for 10 a.m. in the galleria.  Sen. Laurie Monnes Anderson, D-Gresham, and Dr Richard Lowensohn, perinatologist at Oregon Health & Science University and the March of Dimes’ program services committee chairman, are scheduled to speak.
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
